Roundels in WWI and the inter-war period were Matt Red, Matt White and Matt Blue, with a thin white
ring when applied on  dark-coloured surfaces.  Colours were changed to Dull Red, Matt White and
Dull Dark Blue with borders of Trainer Yellow at the beginning of WWII.  Roundels applied to later 
anti-flash white and later gray-camouflaged surfaces were lightened to 25% saturation.
